ASSEMBLING DUAL CASTER
WHEEL ASSEMBLY
1. Place a block of wood or a brick under front of Chassis

to hold Fan Housing off floor.
2. Remove four Bolts and Lockwashers from lower holes

in Front Cover of Fan Housing.
3. Check to make sure holes in Anti-Wrap Segments

inside Fan Housing are still in line with holes in Front
Cover.

4. Place Dual Caster Wheel Assembly up against Front
Cover, align holes in Mounting Bracket (4) with those
in Front Cover.

5. Assemble two longer Bolts and Lockwashers through
lower holes in Mounting Bracket (4), Front Cover and
Anti-Wrap Segments.

6. Assemble remaining Bolts and Lockwashers through
upper holes. NOTE: After all assembly is complete the
height of the Intake Housing can be adjusted as follows.

7. To lower Intake Housing thread stem of Caster (3) farther
into mount on Axle Support Weldment (2).

8. Thread stem of Caster (3) out of Axle Support Weldment
(2) to raise Intake Housing.

9. It may be necessary to adjust Intake Housing a few
times before finding the proper setting, depending on
the material being picked up.

10. When desired height is obtained, tighten Jam Nut (8)
against top of mount on Axle Support Weldment (2) to
lock Caster (3).
