8. When working on the engine, always remove the spark phig wire from the engine and
attach it to the V shaped clip on the engine head.

7. Do ngt run the engine in an enclosed area. Exhaust gases contain carbon monoxide, an
odorless and deadly polson,

8. Do notfill the fuet tanlk while the enging is running. Spilling gasoline on a hotengine may
cause a fire or an explosion.

9. While machine is running, do not leave it unatlended.

10. Before using the machine to pick up debris, police the area to be cleaned first, picking up
any large objects such as glass, tovs, dog hones and churiks of wood. If these pass
through the machine, they could damage the impeller, bend the engine crankshaftor put
a hole in the bag.

1. Avoid using the machine in dangerous places where sieep slopes or lose debris will
endanger the safely of the operator or gther people.

12, Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the Vac-35 is in safe working condition.

1. The VAC-35 covered in this owner's guide is shipped
complete in one box. Follow all instructions on assembly
very carefully.

2. Unpack Intake Housing, Spin-Pak®, Handle Assembly
and Bag.

3. Tip box over so wheeis are toward floor. Pull unit out of
box and stand upright.

4. DO NOT discard the carton or any of the inserts untiil the
unit is completely assembled.

5. All hardware is on the unitin it’s proper location. i some-
thing is missing, notify the dealer/distributor where unit
was purchased. if unable to purchase parts locally, con-
tact the Parker Sweeper Company.

8. Whenever the terms left or right hand, or “L” and "R are
used, it means from a position standing behind the unit
facing forward.

HANDLE ASSEMBLY

NOTE: See AF-747 Handle Assembly on Plate No. 1268 to
the back of this owner’s guide for reference to numbers
used in the following instructions.

1. Remove Hex Hd. Bolts (18) and Hex Lock Nuts (25} from
the bottoms of the Upper Handles (3) and (4).

2. Place Upper Handles (3) and (4) over the ends of the
Middle Handles {5).

3. Align the lower holes in both Upper and Middle Handles.
Replace Hex Hd. Bolts (18), removed instep 1, fo each of
the lower holes,

4. Lift Handles until the Back Braces (8) can be assembiled
to Bolts (18) assembled in step 3. Assembie Hex Lock
Nuts {25). DO NOT TIGHTEN.

5. Align the upper holes in both Upper and Middle Handles,
Assemble the remaining two Hex Hd. Bolts (18} and Hex
Lock Nuts (25). DO NOT TIGHTEN.

NOTE: Check Alignment of Handle. The Hex Lock Nuis
have been left loose to allow movement between the holes
and the Bolts. Do not bend tubing to accomplish proper
alignment.

6. Once Handles are aligned tighten all Hex Lock Nuts
(25).

NOTE: Nuts should be tightened enough that at least two of
the Bolt threads extend through the Nut. It may be necessary
to collapse the tubing SLIGHTLY to accomplish this.

THROTTLE HOOKUP

1. To install the throtile control, remove it from the lower
right hand handle.

2. Siraighten the throttle cable out and run it up the left
hand handle.

3. Attach the throttie control to the upper left hand handie
with the two oval head screws and hex nuts furnished.

4. Make sure no bends are less than 8" radius.

1. Remove Hex Hd. Bolts (30), Flatwashers (28}, and Lock
Nuts (42) from the three upper holes used o secure
Retaining Ring (41) to Housing Assembly (1). DO NOT
remove the bottom Bolt (30) or Retaining Ring (41) from
Housing Assembly (1).

2. Align the holes in Spin-Pak® (2) with three upper holes in
Retaining Ring (41) and Housing Assembly (1).

3. Replace hardware removed in step 1 and tighten.

ATTACHING INTAKE HOUSING

1. insert Hinge Bosses, on Collar (21) of Intake Housing
{20) behind the Hinge Extension on Front Cover Assembly
(7).

2. Swing intake Housing (20) to lay flat against Front Cover
Assembly (7).

3. Secure by placing Flatwasher (9) and Adjusting Knob (8),

on Pivot Bolt, over the Collar {21) of Intake Housing (20)
and tighten Adjusting Knob (8).

ATTACHING DUST BAG

NOTE: See AF-747 Handle Assembly on Plate No. 1268 to
the back of this owner's guide for reference to numbers
used in the following instructions.

1. Loop Top Bag Straps over Upper Handles (3) and (4).

2. Slip Neck of Dust Bag (1) over Spin-Pak® until Tie Strap
can be pulled tight around the Housing Neck, just over
the bead on Spin-Fak®. Bead must be covered.

3. Attach Bag Hoolks to front Lower Cross Brace (8).
IMPORTANT: Failure to attach front Bag Straps to Lower
Cross Brace wili cause premature wear of Bag around
the bottom and around neck at the Spin-Pak®. The Spin-
Pak® may also break due to excessive weight from Bag.

IMPORTANY

WARNING: The engine contains NO Oil.. Read the Engine
instruction Manual carefully before operating the VAC-35.
Be sure you know how to start and stop the engine before
proceeding further. Do not start the engine until all assembly
is finished.

DUST BAG CARE

1. Keep the Dust Bag clean at all times.

2. The efficiency of this unit depends on the breathing
capaciy of the Dust Bag, Under exdremely dusty con-
dittors the bag should be ernptied and cleaned frequently.
Always amply and clean bag belore storing after use.
Dabris allowed © remain i the bag may cause spon-
taneous combustion, resuliing in an explosion or fire.

3. Heavy concentration of sand and gravel should be
avoided. These materials are exiremely abrasive, and
while the VAG-35 will handle modsrate amounts of these
materials, #is not designed for heavy applications.
Treat vour VAC-35 with reasonable care and it will repay
vou with lang, trouble-free service.

4, The VAG-35 will handle most common kinds of debris
found around industrial plants, commercial buildings,
homes and farms. Acid contaminated materials, mag-
nesium, dust and other DANGEROUS DERBRIS that is
considared hazardous should not be handied with the
VAC-35 unlass approved by a regulating authority con-
siderad o be an expert in the handling of such hazar-
dous materiais.
