BRUSH HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT

Fig. 4 - Loosen the Wing Nut holding the Bracket, Brush
Adj. on the upper left side of the Hood. Move the Handle
forward or backward tc set the desired brush height,
then tighten the Wing Nut. The correct brush height is
when the brush is just touching the top of the grass. Af-
ter a trial run on the lawn, it may be necessary to adjust
the brush setting. NOTE: If Sweeper pushes hard, the
brush is set too fow,

CARE AND BRUSH REPLACEMENT

Shouid the brushes become bent from use, reverse the
brushes on the reel shaft. Never allow the brush bristles
to remain in a bent position, as they can take a set.

TO REMOVE BRUSHES

Turn the Sweeper upside down cn the ground. Notice
the Stud has either 2 swage bumps or a collar against
the Support holding it against the Reel Shaft.

Fig. 5 - Remove the Hex Nuts, Washers and Clamps from
the Stud on the end having the 2 swage or collar.
Remove the Brushes from the Brush Bracket Slots, (3
places). Now remove the Hex Nuts, Washers and Clamps
fram the opposite end of the Studs. Do not remove the
Speed Nuts or the Studs will fall away from the Reel
Shaft (3 places).

TO REPLACE BRUSHES

Fig. 5 - Turn the Reef Shaft so you can position the
Brush Strips in the slots on the Brush Bracket that are
being held on the Stud and Shaft by the Speed Nut.
Positicn the Clamps, Washers and Hex Nuts, center the
Brush Strips hetween the Side Plates, then tighten the
Hex Nuts,

Turn the Reel Shaft so the Brushes are on the bottom
side. Now place the Brush Strips in the slots on the
Brush Brackets, on the top side. Position the Clamps,
Washers and Hex Nuts. Center the Brush Strips between
the Side Plates, then tighten the Hex Nuts.

BASKET CARE

The Basket should always be emptied immadiately after
gach time the Sweeper is used, especially if the grass or
leaves are wet or damp. Allowing the Basket to keep dry
will lengthen its service life.

LUBRICATION

Ref. Fig. 4 & 6 - Place a few drops of oil in the 2 Dil
Holes on the inside of each Wheel Cover (Frame Assem-
bly, ltem 4) and in the notch on each Hub Cap, each
time before using the Sweeper. Frequent oiling of the
Sweeper will lengthen the service life.

STORAGE

Your Sweeper can be stored in 2 minimum of space.
Remove the Basket from the Sweeper, be sure it is
empty of debris, then hang it on the wall. The Sweeper
can also be hung on the wall by its Handle.
