The Vac-35 is shipped complete in one carton.

IMPORTANT: This unit is designed and assembled for cleaning of hard surfaces, such as sidewalks, parking creas,
. factory floors, ete. where the air intake housing should be close to the surface (See Fig. A). However, with minor
adjustments, it can be used on lawns or other soft surfaces which weuld yield to the weight of the machine.
If @ lawn sweeper is desired, follow the instructions pertaining to this AFTER you have read and completed the
following assembly instructions.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Assemble the two handles (Ref. No. 8) to the top
holes of the right and left handie supports (Ref.
No. 48) with bolts, nuts, and washers, (Ref. Nos.
49, 40, 44) making sure a steel insert (Ref. No. 51)
is in the end of each handle. Do not tighten.

. Assemble the two trusses (Ref. Nos. 59 and 60) to

the bottom holes of the right and left handle sup-
ports (Ref. No. 48) with bolts, nuts, and washers
(Ref. Nos. 49, 40, 44) again making sure o steel
insert (Ref. No. 51) is in the end of each truss, Do

not tighten, NOTE: The truss with the throttle con-
tral must be on the left side opposite the gas tank.

- Next assemble the lower cross brace (Ref. No. 17)

on top of the two handles putting the two clamps
(Ref. No. 16) on the under side of handles. U.e
bolts, nuts, and washers {Ref. Nos. 15, 4, 3) and
tighten.,

. Place the upper brace (Ref. No, 12) on top of the

two handles, putting the two small holes in the
center of the brace in o vertical position. Use bolss,
nuts, and washers (Ref. Nos. 2, 4, 3) making sure
bolts run through brace, handles, and trusses.
Tighten. NOTE: There are two holes in the upper
end of each truss. Use the set of holes which posi-
tion the handles more conveniently for the operator.

. Connect the control wire to the throttle lever on the

carburetor of the engine and lock the cable into
the clamp on the carburetor. Then assemble the
throttle onta the upper cross brace using the bolits,
nuts, and washers (Ref. Nos. 9, 11, 10) and tighten.

. Tighten all remaining bolts.

. Attach the dust bag to the sweeper, placing loops

over the handies and tying the round opening of the
bag securely to the blower housing (Ref. No. 23).




INSTRUCTIONS FOR LAWN CLEANING

If the Vac-35 is used on lawns, make the following
adjustments (See Fig. B) after you have assembled
handles:

1.

Loosen two bolts (Ref. No. 2) on upper cross brace.

2. Remove both wheels by snapping off the hub caps

1.

and removing cotter pins from the ends of the axle.

Remove the four bolts {Ref. No. 50) which hold the
two axie supports (Ref. No. 53) to the engine base
and with the axle still assembled through these
two pieces, reverse them end for end and re-attach
to engine base. In this new position, the axle will

be 2 inches lower than before.

4, Re-assemble wheels and hub caps.

5. Remove the bolts (Ref. No. 2) from the casier
“ bracket (Ref. No. 38} and rearrange the spacers

(Ref. No. 36) until the rubber skirt (Ref, No. 31)
on the intake housing is just touching ground. Then
replace bolts and tighten. NOTE: In this position,
it will be necessary for the operator to apply pres-
sure downward on the handles thus raising the
rubber skirt to the desired height and at the same
time preventing the caster from digging into the
lawn,

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS FOR PARKER VAC-35

IMPORTANT: Read the engine manual CAREFULLY be-
fore operating the Vac-35.

KEEP FILTER BAG CLEAN. The efficiency of this
unit partly depends on the breathing capabilities
of the dust bag. On extremely dusty jobs, empty
bag often. Never allow debris to remain in bag
after use.

Make sure bag is in place when starting and
stopping engine,

Impulse starter will not start engine satisfactorily
in temperatures below 40 degrees Fahrenheit.

4. Do not use the Vac-35 for removal of sand or light

gravel. These materials are extremely abrasive,
and while the Vac-35 will handle moderate
amounts of these materials, it was not designed
for heavy applications. Because these materials are
extremely heavy, they will likewise tend to collect
in a lump in the bag, causing it to drag on the
ground and wear out prematurely. likewise, while !
the Vac-35 is capabtle of picking up empty tin cans .

and blocks of wood, it was not intended for this;

type of service, since tremendous stresses are set
up as these pieces pass through the impeller. Treat
your Vae-35 with reasonable care and it will repay
you with long, trouble-free service.
